ICT MOT

The purpose of this ICT MOT is to provide a way of recording a quick annual snapshot of a school’s ICT progress on 2 sides of A4 paper.

.

The first section simply collects the basic information about hardware and software.

The 5 strengths and weaknesses section provides an opportunity to highlight good practice and note problem areas.

The current ICT targets section records the current focus of ICT developments within the school.

Page two lists a variety of statements, taken from the MIICE toolbox, where grades 1-4 can be recorded in relation to how well they apply to the school.  This provides a picture of learner and teacher skills and attitudes and of the status of ICT developments within the school.

Where possible, statements have been related to National Priorities.

ICT issues requiring urgent attention is designed to alert the central team that action is required.

This MOT is a quality assurance resource which could be used to provide information to inform the Development Planning process and to allow the school to record progress on an annual basis.
